agree that:
· in the future, the development of housing services which segregate and concentrate people with disabilities should be avoided; 
· that uniformed  treatment should be replaced by needs-based, rational service planning that responds to real needs;
· continue to replace large institutions, taking into account the results achieved;
· an inclusive community is essential for the social inclusion of people with disabilities.
